Discuss anything else which you believe sets your Faculty Advisor apart, and makes him/her “Outstanding “ to your Chapter. The only requirements are the following: 


1. This essay must be typed. Handwritten applications will not be accepted.


2. All applications must be postmarked no later than the first Monday in June.


3. Facsimiles will not be accepted.


4. Late applications will not be considered.

We suggest that all of your Chapter Officers meet together and discuss your application for this very important Award. The winner will be honored at the Annual Pre-Law Conference this coming Fall.
